On behalf of the members of the Jackson Township Fire 

Department, I would like to present the 2009 Jackson Township 

Fire Department Annul Report to the citizens of Grove City, 

Urbancrest, and Jackson Township.  It has been a very exciting 

year for the department.  This report provides an overview of the 

Departmentôs accomplishments in 2009 and it will cover some 

goals for 2010.  

 

The Jackson Township Fire Department continued to provide the 

highest quality of emergency medical care and fire protection to          Chief Gilbert L. Sheets 

the public who visited our community as well as the residents we  

serve every day.  It is the dedication of our employees who make the Jackson Township Fire 

Department what it is, a well respected organization that has the support of our community.      

 

Starting June 1, 2009, Engine 202 went in service full time, serving the busiest district of our 

community.  Our minimum manning levels increased to 22 per shift, we also promoted three to 

lieutenant.  We put Ladder 202 in service more than it ever has been, very close to 100% of the 

time.  Another benefit was Medic 204 is in service when a fourth EMS response is needed.    

 

Technology is very important and the department will do everything it can to keep up.  In 

2009, we started to implement a state-of-the-art response database.  This system, called Data 

911 will give responding fire personnel the ability to communicate directly with the Grove 

City CAD System.  Vital information will be a simple click away, saving time and protecting 

the public and firefighters better.  Each responding emergency vehicle is now equipped with 

MECMAP, a mapping system to help fire personnel arrive at an emergency scene much faster 

than before.  These tools will help responding firefighters serve the public better. 

 

As the year ended, the department was in a fairly good financial position.  We ended the year 

having enough funds to keep up with the replacement of responding equipment as well as other 

tools and equipment to maintain safety for the firefighters who respond and perform a very 

dangerous job. 

 

2010 promises to bring more challenges to the department.  Customer service will continue to 

be a top priority for the men and women of the Jackson Township Fire Department.  We will 

keep focusing on safety to keep the public and firefighters safe.  We will accomplish these 

goals through training and by maintaining our equipment in top working condition.   

 

I want to take the opportunity to thank the Jackson Township Board of Trustees for their 

continued support.

Jackson Township Fire Station 202 

opened in 1994.  The stationôs 

district covers the central and 

eastern edge of the township.  

Station 202 is the busiest station of 

the three.  Its boundaries are east 

to the Scioto River, south to White 

Road, north to the township line 

and west to Richard Ave.  The fire 

station houses an engine, ladder, 

medic, incident commander and a 

second medic.  The station has a 

minimum staffing level of 10.  

This includes one captain, two 

lieutenants and 6 firefighters/EMS 

personnel. 

 

Jackson Township Fire Station 201 opened in 1995.  

The stationôs district covers the western edge of the 

township as well as the down town area of Grove 

City and Urbancrest.  They go north to I-270, east to 

Richard Ave and south to Orders Road.  The station  

has a minimum staffing level of 6.  This includes 

one lieutenant and five firefighter/EMS personnel. 
The fire station houses one engine and, one medic.  

  
 

 

Jackson Township Fire Station 203 opened in 1978 

and was remodeled in 2004.  The stationôs district 

covers the southern portion of our township.  This 

area includes a large portion of the rural area of the 

township as well as major highways.  The station 

has a minimum staffing level of 6.  This includes 

one lieutenant and 5 firefighters/EMS personnel.  

The station houses one engine, one medic and the 

haz-mat decon vehicle.
